It should be firm, snug, and well                                      padded, to protect against bumps and scrapes.

                    Answer: Long toe, low heel, cracked broken hoof; Long toe, clinches risen, shoe too far forward; Shoe overgrown by the                                      foot, bent and missing nails, shoe loose.
